God is Love.

The clearest image of God is through

This is because of the male 

principle of being the source 

of the creation – the seed. God 

brings creation into existence.  

 

God is not referred to as “She” 

although maternal imagery is 

used in certain books of the 

Bible (ex. Isaiah 49: 15; 66: 

13). This imagery is used to 

emphasize the love that God 

has for His creation – in the 

same way a human mother 

would care and love her child.
