Several things: First of all, congratulations to our seminarian
Stephen Battey, who will be ordained to the diaconate this coming
Saturday, May 28, at 10 a.m. at the cathedral in Providence, to
which all are invited. Next Sunday, he will preach for the first
time at the 8 a.m. Mass at the chapel and the 11 a.m. at the church.
He has been assigned to St. Margaret’s parish in the Rumford
section of East Providence, full-time for the summer and on a
more limited basis for the coming year. Please God, he’ll be
ordained to the priesthood next summer and given his first priestly
assignment at that time. Steve has been a faithful parishioner here
since his childhood and we wish him all the best as he reaches this
milestone on his journey of service to the Lord and his Church.

Second: don’t forget that next weekend we start the summer
schedule: 4:30, 9 & 11 at the church; 5:30, 8 & 10 at the chapel.
