Coming Home! 
 
As mentioned in last weeks’ bulletin I have officially been 
assigned to St. Francis of Assisi as Deacon Assistant. I am 
delighted and eager to get started in assisting Father Bodah in 
serving and ministering to the people of our parish.  
 
When I received the official letter this past week and saw St. 
Francis of Assisi as my assignment and new parish, it also 
reminded me that this too was my old parish. 
 
It was almost 17 years ago that my wife Cathy and I first arrived 
here. We were searching for a new parish after spending over 20 
years at another St. Francis community. One which we had 
served at as lay people and Cathy as DRE for many years. It was 
a close knit and loving community but we strongly believed God 
was calling us elsewhere.  
 
From the moment we came through doors of the St. Francis of 
Assisi Cathy and I felt more than just welcomed, we felt we had 
found a new home, a new parish family and this is where God 
had led us.  While we were here I felt a calling to serve God as a 
Deacon and it was through your love, support and prayers that I 
was able complete my discernment and training and was 
ordained on February 3, 2013.

Once again however God led us to make another change and it 
was time to move once more. This past May we downsized and 
moved to Wakefield. For a few months we were not certain to 
which parish God would lead us.  Now we believe God has led 
us home. We are back where this journey started, home again at 
St Francis.   
 
Cathy and I look forward to rekindling old relationships and 
developing new ones, always remembering there is no place like 
home.
