Statement of Bishop Thomas Tobin Regarding the
Suspension of Public Masses in the Diocese of Providence

In light of the growing coronavirus crisis in Rhode Island, in re-
sponse to the request of public officials, and upon the recom-
mendation of health experts, I hereby direct that the celebration
of all public Masses and other liturgical services be suspended in
the Diocese of Providence effective Tuesday, March 17, 2020
and continuing until further notice.

The celebration of funerals and weddings may continue, but
must be celebrated without Mass using approved liturgical
forms. Every effort should be made to limit the size of the con-
gregation to necessary participants only and the health precau-
tions previously announced by the Diocese of Providence and
the State of Rhode Island should be carefully followed.

To the extent possible, churches should remain open during the
day for personal prayer, devotions and visits to the Blessed Sac-
rament. Individual confessions may also be heard during this
time.

This is an exceedingly difficult and painful decision, but it is
necessitated by our commitment to promote the health and well-
being of our brothers and sisters, especially the frail and the el-
derly. That is a moral priority we should all share. May we con-
tinue to pray for and support one another in these very trying
times, and through the intercession of Saint Patrick, Saint Joseph
and Our Lady of Providence, may God be with us.

From the Pastor,

The Coronavirus sweeping the globe is named for the Latin
word for “crown.”

The magazine The Economist explains:

Little noticed by doctors, let alone the public, until the outbreak
of SARS (severe acute respiratory syndrome) that began in
Guangdong in 2002, the coronavirus family was first
recognized by science in the 1960s. Its members got their name
because, under the early electron microscopes of the
period, their shape seemed reminiscent of a
monarch’s crown. (It is actually, modern methods show,
more like that of an old-fashioned naval mine.) There are now
more than 40 recognized members of the family, infecting a
range of mammals and birds, including blackbirds, bats and
cats. Veterinary virologists know them well because of the
diseases they cause in pigs, cattle and poultry.

Another Web site notes: Right in the middle of the Coronavirus
pandemic is the city of Anzu, Italy. There is a basilica in Anzu
where the relics of St. Victor and St. Corona have been
preserved since the 9th century. Ironically, St. Corona is
considered as one of the patron saints of pandemics.

So, let’s invoke the intercession of this second century teen-aged
martyr that we may be freed from the scourge of this pandemic.
