From the Pastor, 
 

I had planned to write something more personal for this Sunday 
after Christmas, especially to thank everyone who contributed to 
making the holiday Masses so peaceful an experience;  but the 
holiday and the threat of a coming snow storm means that I have 
to write something today, Tuesday, December 15.  So, with 
acknowledgement to those who produce “Magnificat” magazine, 
here is their meditation from “The Magnificat Advent 
Companion” entitled “The Birth of the Virgin Mary.”  

 
The ark of Noah was built to save mankind from the deadly force 
of the flood.  It was built with precision and care, for the ark 
would be Noah’s only refuge.  It would deliver his family from 
death and destruction.  The new Ark, who is the Blessed Virgin 
Mary, was created with even greater care and precision, for not 
just one family would find safety within her but all families!  Mary 
guides us through the last days of our Advent waiting.  Her 
conception and birth are the last preparations before the floods 
begin again—not floods of water or wrath but floods of mercy and 
love—as God becomes man and takes flesh of the Virgin.
