From the Pastor,

Pope Francis has designated the Monday after Pentecost Sunday as the annual memorial of
the Blessed Virgin Mary, Mother of the Church. Here is a piece from a meditation on that
mystery from our Holy Father:

Mother of the Church

In the heart of the Church, Mary shines forth. She is the supreme model for a youthful
Church that seeks to follow Christ with enthusiasm and docility. While still very young, she
accepted the message of the angel [and] with open heart and soul, she replied, Behold, | am
the handmaid of the Lord. We are always struck by the strength of the young Mary’s yes,
the strength in those words, be it done, that she spoke to the angel. This was no merely
passive or resigned acceptance, or a faint yes, as if to say, “Well, let’s give it a try and see
what happens.” Mary did not know the words, “Let’s see what happens.” Mary did not
know the words, “Let’s see what happens.”
